CONCERT OF PRAYER

The following is an example of a concert of prayer that was used at a prayer advocacy retreat and has been modified to facilitate prayer for the Maltese Islands.  Please feel free to adapt or change this for your church or group.

INSTRUCTIONS
 

Preparation- Select several leaders for the Concert and make sure you are familiar with the selected verses and songs.  Prepare the room or sanctuary for small groups.  If you have chairs you may wish to group them in advance or if you may need to disperse the small groups around the sanctuary if you have pews. 

Introduction- First, welcome everyone to the Concert.  Explain that you are joining others worldwide in praying for the Maltese Islands through a Concert of Prayer.  Give the people an outline of the evening (see below) and explain the flow of the Concert and how you intend to lead them through the experience.  (It is at this point that you may want to make a few suggestions about being sensitive to each other in how long our prayers are or how loud, etc.)  Finally, get people teamed-up.  Have them form partners (maybe with a shy friend, or with a new friend).  Give them 30 seconds to get acquainted.  Then, form huddles by putting together three sets of partners (six people to a huddle).  Allow another 30 seconds to get acquainted.  You might observe for everyone that throughout the evening you will pray in partners, in huddles, and as a total.  You could call these "duets", "ensembles", and "symphonies" in your Concert of Prayer!

ADORATION AND PRAISE

SCRIPTURE:  Psalm 9: 1-2 (NIV) -- "I will praise you, O Lord, with all my heart; I will tell of all your wonders.  I will be glad and rejoice in you; I will sing praises to your name, O Most High."

(LARGE GROUP) "Popcorn Praise" -- Names and attributes which describe God's character; say these adjectives and nouns aloud to the Lord, not to each other; don't worry if multiple people speak at the same time.  God can hear us all simultaneously.

SCRIPTURE:  Revelation 5: 12 (NIV) -- "…Worthy is the Lamb, who was slain, to receive power and wealth and wisdom and strength and honor and glory and power, for ever and ever!"

CONFESSION / REPENTANCE

(PAIRS) -- Pray for your partner, asking for victory over temptation, personal purity, and that he/she will be a clean vessel for the Savior's use. 

SCRIPTURE:  1 John 1: 9 (NIV) -- "If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness."

INTERCESSION

(PAIRS) -- Intercede for Maltese believers to grow in their faith and be bold witnesses to the lost around them.

(LARGE GROUP) -- Two or three people voice a prayer for revival to come to Malta -- for a fresh wind of the Holy Spirit of God to be breathed across the land.

SCRIPTURE:  Philippians 2: 10-11 (NIV) -- "…that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father."

(PAIRS) – Pray for the many Maltese who are dissatisfied with religion and who are looking for something more to seek after Christ.

(HUDDLES) -- Intercede for the unreached people groups, refugees, and immigrants who pass through Malta.  Many North Africans come through Malta and have the chance to learn more about Jesus while they are here.
