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Eph. 2:10 – “For we are God’s workmanship…”  - Malta consists of three small islands- Malta (9 miles x 17 miles), Gozo (9 x 5), and Comino (1 x 1) with a total population of 380,000 people and over a million tourists a year.  There are two official languages- Maltese (Arabic based) and English.  The small island of Gozo is particularly known for the fine hand-made lace that is produced there.  Women spend hours weaving lace bobbins in an intricate pattern that results in a beautiful piece of art.  Pray for the Maltese to submit to God’s intricate plan in their lives and ask that they will become beautiful declarations of His handiwork.
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2 Tim. 2:19 – “Nevertheless, God’s solid foundation stands firm…“ – Almost all the homes and buildings in Malta are constructed out of a honey colored limestone quarried locally.  In fact the original name of Malta, “Melita” comes from the Latin word meaning “honey.”  Pray that the Maltese will build their lives on the “Rock” of God’s Word.  Ask that they will read the Bible for themselves and find a daily personal relationship with Him.
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John 6:48- Jesus said, “I am the Bread of Life.” - Maltese breads are delicious and unique to the islands.  Many people buy fresh bread daily from local “confectionaries” or from the


bread trucks that visit their neighborhoods.  Pray that the Maltese will come to know the Living Bread who provides eternal life.  Pray that Maltese believers will have a daily time of renewal in God’s Word.
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The Maltese Islands are extremely religious and pictures and statues of many saints and Jesus can be found everywhere from buses to street corners.

Mary is among the most popular and is seen as a Universal Mother who cares for all and will make intercession on behalf of the petitioner.  Please pray that the Maltese will “ascribe to the Lord the glory due His name.” (Ps. 29:2)
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I John 4:18- “…perfect love casts out fear…”   - The “luzzu” or (loots zoo) is a colorful Maltese fishing boat, many of which have carved wooden eyes on the bow to ward off evil spirits.  Superstitions, fears, and depression are common amongst the Maltese – particularly the women.
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Pray for them to find that “perfect love” that casts out fear.  Pray also for small groups that meet regularly to discuss and pray about the Bible’s answers to these and other life problems.





John 15:5 – “I am the vine; you are the branches.  If a man remains in me and I in him, he will bear much fruit.  Apart from me you can do nothing.” -  Like other Mediterranean cultures, Malta produces its own wines from grapes grown here on the islands.  Just as we see the grape vines growing in the fields, pray that the true believers here will grow together in harmony. Religious freedom was granted in 1973 and since that time around 500

Acts 28:2 - The Apostle Paul shipwrecked in Malta and found that the islanders showed him “unusual kindness”.  One can still find this friendliness in the Maltese people today.  These small, seemingly insignificant islands have a huge importance in God’s plan.  Malta has recently been 








accepted into the European Union but also maintains close ties with North African countries.  Pray that Malta’s unique position will enable Maltese Christians and missionaries to reach people from all over the world with the true gospel of Christ.
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Psalm 66:6 – “… come, let us rejoice in Him.” - The Maltese enjoy celebrations.  There are 14 public holidays each year and also every village in Malta has its own patron saint that they honor in a yearly “festa” or week-long celebration.  These “festas” almost always include fireworks.  Because the Maltese culture remains so village - oriented, a small group or church is needed in each locality.  If you would like the opportunity to see this first-hand, please join us in “The Village Project” where believers worldwide can “adopt” a Maltese village in a year-long prayer effort.  Please pray that one day every Maltese Local Council area will have true believers meeting together regularly to study God’s Word and reaching out to their neighbors.
